1. You can now view your property with the existing floodable areas along with the proposed
changes. The legend on the left of the screen will indicate decrease or increase in flood areas.

0 Note the areas in green represent proposed decrease in floodable area. Areas
highlighted in red indicate a proposed increase in floodable area. The blue area
represents the existing floodable area (unchanged).

0 Click and drag the map around to pan to other map areas. Use the scroll feature on your
mouse to zoom in and out of the map.
