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Introduction & Background:

The Board of Commissioners appoints volunteers to review requests from non-
profit agencies and to make funding recommendations. The County Manager’'s Office
has advertised for volunteers and received 26 applications, which have been previously
distributed to Commissioners.

Commissioners asked that both day and evening hours be available for the
panels. By a slight margin, more certification volunteers were available for daytime
hours. Staff recommends appointing all certification volunteers, in the event that those
volunteering only for evening hours may have availability during the day.

Staff is still working on the schedule for review panels. Again, we recommend
that all volunteers be appointed and staff will work to schedule panels so that the
maximum number of volunteers is utilized.
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Discussion & Analysis:

Below is a list of residents who submitted applications for the certification
process. All applicants appear very qualified. With the appointment of these individuals,
we should have enough volunteers for the certification process. The certification
volunteers will also be reviewing documentation for United Way. Because the
documentation is the same, it is inefficient for two sets of volunteers (County and United
Way) to review the certification documentation. Staff decided that county volunteers
would be responsible for the entire certification process. This is very little additional
work for the volunteers, since many of the agencies are the same and we request the
same documentation (even though our standards are different). Certification volunteers
will be advised of this in their appointment letter.
